Basic facts

• Breeds mainly on Antipodes Island (50S, 180E)

• Few pairs on Campbell and Pitt Island

• Start breeding at 10-12 years of age

• One egg per 2 years, chick take year to grow

• Live to 50 years old

• Feed in high seas from Australia to Chile in Southern Ocean





Population Change

• Population changed from 5200 pairs in 1990s to 2900 pairs in 2016/17







Conservation action

• Tracking projects to ID areas of risk

• Collect samples from bycatch birds

• Increased observer programmes in High Seas

• Support for mitigation programmes in High Seas
